Fidel Castro fled to Mexico in july 1955, just after he was released from prison.

Castro was sentenced to 15 years imprisonment in the hospital wing of Presidio Modelo, a 
relatively comfortable and modern institution on the Isla de Pinos, 60 miles off of Cuba's 
southwest coast. Batista believed Castro to be no political threat, and on May 15, 1955 the 
prisoners were released.



All of us 
share the same 
anti-Batista view 
and we’re here to 

do something 
about it.

We’ll 
call it the 

26th of July 
movement.

Fidel Castro, his brother raul, and che Guevara, along with 80 other men sailed back to Cuba on a 
boat called “Granma”. When they arrived, they took their stuff and started heading for the 
mountains.

The movement led by Fidel Castro was named 
the 26th of July movement in honour of the 
Moncada attack which was on July 26, and was 
the start of what is to come.



While Castro and his men were in the Sierra 
Maestra mountains, back in Havana was 
protests against Fulgencio Batista.

Castro and his 
regime have 

managed to turn my 
supporters against me,

minister and flee to 
Dominican Republic

Fulgencio Batista fleeing to Dominican Republic 
marked the end of the Cuban revolution, and Castro 
and his men came out on top. 46 days after the 
resigning of Batista, Fidel Castro became prime 
minister of cuba in substitution of Jose Mira 
Cardona. In April of 1961, Castro officially 
proclaimed Cuba as a socialist country, but soon 
after he found himself in another conflict…

Nikita Khrushchev made an agreement with John f. Kennedy to remove the missiles, but he didn’t 
consult fidel Castro before the agreement.
